Thank you for your letter of April 2, 2009 requesting a determination on the applicability of the Asbestos National Emission Standard for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP).  Your specific question is whether the demolition the concrete lining of a wastewater treatment holding pond requires a demolition notification under the Asbestos NESHAP.

These ponds are considered a facility under the asbestos NESHAP as they are components the public or industrial facility.  The ponds are indeed structures as the linings are the foundation for the ponds.  Therefore, demolition of the ponds require a notification of demolition as required under Section 61.145(b) of the Asbestos NESHAP.

If the related facility components are large enough to dismantle, such as pumps or tanks, they would require notification for demolition as well.  It should be noted that a demolition notification is required even if no asbestos is present.
Wastewater plants ponds with concrete liners are constructed in order to make the pond impermeable.  The ponds will have facility components such as pumps, pipes and gaskets that may be contain asbestos containing materials. In addition to notification requirements, the ponds and related facility components would need to me thoroughly inspected for asbestos and proper removal of the asbestos material must be conducted prior to demolition or renovation.
